The Textbook Scholarship is open to all High School and College undergrads that have a declared major in Information Systems at Iona College and plan on full-time study.  Minimal qualifications include a GPA of at least 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale) and strong leadership ability.  
Please be aware that awards are limited and applicants must meet all qualifications and deadlines in order to be eligible for consideration.

Scholarship recipients receive a non-renewable $500 annual award towards textbooks.  Prior Scholarship recipients must reapply every year and are not guaranteed to win.

All scholarship candidates must complete the attached scholarship application and submit it by March 1, 2009.  Applicants must also attach a high school transcript for High School Seniors or college transcript for College students.
